Established in 1922 by the American College of Surgeons, the CoC is a
consortium of professional organizations dedicated to improving survival rates and
guality of life for cancer patients through standard-setting, prevention, research,

education and the monitoring of comprehensive, quality care. Its membership includes
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Fellows of the American College of Surgeons and 42 national organizations that reflect

the full spectrum of cancer care.

The Accreditation Program, a component of the CoC, sets quality-of-care
standards for cancer programs and reviews the programs to ensure they conform to
those standards. Accreditation by the CoC is given only to those facilities that have
voluntarily committed to providing the highest level of quality cancer care and that
undergo a rigorous evaluation process and review of their performance. To maintain
accreditation, facilities with CoC-accredited cancer programs must undergo an on-site
review every three years.

Commission on Cancer,” said Pardee CEO Kris Hoce. “Thanks to the dedication and
hard work of our cancer program physicians and staff, residents in our community are
fortunate to have access to the most advanced and comprehensive cancer screenings
and treatments available.”
